Ten Healed BUT Only One Made Whole

Luke 17:11-17

Now on his way to Jerusalem, Jesus traveled along the border between Samaria and
Galilee. As he was going into a village, ten men who had leprosy met him. They stood atf a
distance and called out in a loud voice, “Jesus, Master, have pity on us!” When he saw
them, he said, “Go, show yourselves to the priests.” And as they went, they were cleansed.
One of them, when he saw he was healed, came back, praising God in a loud voice. He
threw himself at Jesus' feet and thanked him—and he was a Samaritan.

Jesus asked, “Were not all ten cleansed? Where are the other nine2 Has no one returned to
give praise to God except this foreignere” Then he said to him, “Rise and go; your faith has
made you well.”

They stood a distance from Jesus

Psalm 100

Philippians 4:4-9
Rejoice in the Lord always. | will say it again: Rejoicel Let your gentleness be evident to all.

Do not be anxious about anything, but in every situation, by prayer and
petition, with thanksgiving, present your requests to God. And the peace of God, which
transcends all understanding, will guard your hearts and your minds in Christ Jesus. Finally,
brothers and sisters, whatever is true, whatever is noble, whatever is right, whatever is pure,
whatever is lovely, whatever is admirable—if anything is excellent or praiseworthy—think
about such things. Whatever you have learned or received or heard from me, or seen in
me—put it into practice. And the God of peace will be with you.
