dictionary definition of Grace 
 
Grace​ - (in Christian belief) the free and unmerited favor of God, as 
manifested in the salvation of sinners and the bestowal of blessings. 
 
Favor  

Noun - approval, support, or liking for someone or something. 
Verb - feel or show approval or preference for. 

 
Conditional favor or approval is based on our performance. This is the 
way of the world and we are steeped in this way of thinking that 
carries over into our relationship with God. Am I living up to the 
expectations of others?
