M-akeover
makeover-a complete transformation or remodeling of
something, especially a person's hairstyle, makeup, or
clothes.

● See the need for a makeover

○ Misplaced Values
○ Focused on the wrong things - performance

over character
● Go to the right source for a makeover - “Come to

me, all you who are weary and burdened, and I will
give you rest. Take my yoke upon you and learn

from me, for I am gentle and humble in heart, and
you will find rest for your souls. Matthew 11:28-29

● Submit to the process - Humble yourselves before
the Lord, and he will lift you up. James 4:10

● Start with a strong foundation
